Mayor Bogenreif called the Regular meeting of the City Council of Jefferson, South Dakota, to order. Motion to approve the agenda by Lokhorst second by Schaeffer. Motion carried. 

Motion to approve the minutes of the March 1, 2021 regular City Council meeting by K. Bogenreif   second by Monahan. Motion carried.  Motion to approve the minutes of the March 16, 2021 Boards of Equalization meeting by Schaeffer second by Whitlock. Motion carried. Motion to approve the minutes of the March 16, 2021 Special meeting of the City Council by Monahan second by Stokely. Motion carried.

Motion to approve the financial statement by Whitlock second by Lokhorst. Motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 

The City Hall building repair has been finished except for the doors. The meeting room had a leak with rainwater coming through the wall resulting in a wet carpet and sheetrock removed to expose the area. Walker Construction will finish the building with steel resulting in $20,736.94 of cost. The North exterior wall and windows have been paid for. Rising steel prices did add $1,436.00 to the initial quote. The increase is reflected in that dollar amount of $20,736.94. Motion by Monahan to finish the steel work on the building to stop the leaking second by Lokhorst. Motion carried. 

Properties that were inspected and red tagged have been demolished. The FO advised the City Council she sent billings to the property owners. The billing sent to the property owner of 503 Main Street did include mowing and snow removal costs plus the demolition fee. The owner of 503 Main Street sent a check for $200.00 but did not advise the FO as to her intentions towards the property. The FO has not heard from the owner of 219 Main Street. A discussion followed about the best course of action to take to recoup the monies spent on demolition. CA LaFleur-Sayler stated there are 3 avenues to take to collect the funds. The first being special assessments that are placed with the County for collection, the second would utilize the nuisance statute with the third being a lawsuit for judgement. An assessment acts like a lien placed against the property and placed with the County. Given our experience with the County forgiving monies due the City we might not choose that option. The Attorney General’s office has been asked to check on the validity of the County’s actions of forgiving municipal special assessments. The nuisance statute offers less protection, a civil lawsuit could result in a judgement that would go against the person and any land they may own. The civil lawsuit could be quite costly given the fact that the owners live out of state. Motion by Schaeffer to move into Executive session at 7:11 p.m. with the Mayor, City Attorney, City Council and FO to discuss a legal matter second by Monahan. Motion carried. The regular meeting of the City Council reconvened at 7:24 p.m. with all members present. 
AT Strong, LLC dba Green Thumb Commodities petitioned the City for a portion of 2nd Street to be vacated. SS Crum noted that South Railroad Avenue runs through the middle of the property in question. If that portion of 2nd Street is vacated, then South Railroad Avenue dead ends. The drainage pipe in that portion of South Railroad Avenue is a concern as the City needs to maintain it. A discussion followed. The property owners need to petition the City to vacate that portion of South Railroad that runs through their property as the City cannot arbitrarily add that to their current petition. Motion by Monahan to table this request until the May 3, 2021 meeting second by Lokhorst. Motion carried. 

A letter, previously sent to John Wakefield owner of the former Jefferson High School, pertaining to fencing around his property has not been acknowledged nor fencing placed. CA LaFleur-Sayler will contact Mr. Wakefield’s Attorney concerning this matter. 
A proposal for a berm was discussed. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
The Jefferson City Council acting as the Canvassing board will meet on April 20, 2021 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Council meeting room. The purpose of the meeting is to canvass the pollbook from the April 13, 2021 election. 
Annual trailer park license renewals were presented to the City Council.

Police Department: 

PC Crum’s report was reviewed and discussed. A copy is kept on file at City Hall. 

Intentional damage to property- at the Conoco graffiti on bathroom walls. 

Hit and Run- mailbox knocked down and damage to lawns.

Traffic stops- Ticket written for speeding.

Street Department: 
No Through Truck Resolution- A discussion followed as to the necessity for such a resolution. CA LaFleur-Sayler will draft a resolution for the May meeting. 

The area behind the City garage , within the fencing by City Hall, is saturated, again. A discussion followed. The question as to where the water is coming from has never been answered. The area will be exposed, and the hole left open. This will allow for W/WWTS Crum to watch for a possible  source of the water. The down spouts were resituated to see if that would help. 
Water/Wastewater Departments: 

SDARWS will be down to work on the mapping in May. 

Following the April 15, 2021 payment for the lagoon our loan balance will be $40,537.15.
